FAIRFIELD COUNTY ASSESSORS’ ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I

MARCH 10, 2005

SECTION 1:  Name


The name of this Association shall be The Fairfield County Assessors’ Association.

SECTION 2:  Objectives


The objectives of this Association are:  To improve the standards of assessment practice in Fairfield County; to better acquaint the Assessing Officials of the County with more efficient and uniform administration of the tax laws of Connecticut, to furnish an opportunity for discussion upon subjects relating to the field of assessment to elevate the standards of assessment administration by promoting a study of legislation which will strengthen and make more workable and understandable the general property tax laws of this State.

SECTION 3:  FINANCIAL BENEFIT AND DISSOLUTION


No officer, member or employee shall receive or at any future time shall receive any pecuniary profit from the operations thereof, except reasonable compensation for services.  Upon dissolution of the Fairfield County Assessors’ Association (F.C.A.A.) all monies and/or assets shall revert to the Connecticut Association of Assessing Officers.

ARTICLE II

SECTION 1:  MEMBERSHIP

REGULAR MEMBERS


All public officials engaged in the administration of property assessment; Certified Connecticut Municipal Assessors and assessment staff, and associate members shall be eligible for regular membership, and be entitled to one vote.

ASSOCIATE MEMBERS


Companies or firms, members of the Board of Assessment Appeals, and individual professionals interested in assessing or related work, shall be eligible for associate membership.  Associate members shall not be entitled to vote or hold office.

LIFETIME MEMBERS


Life membership is open to any member retiring from the assessment field and nominated by a regular member and voted on by the Association.  Annual dues shall be waived for all lifetime members.


All members shall enjoy full rights as the by-laws prescribe for the type of membership they hold, and shall be entitled to one vote, and hold office.

SECTION 2:  DUES


Annual dues shall be due and payable on the first day of each calendar year.  Dues shall be payable to the Treasurer.  Any member whose dues have not bee paid on or before March 15th, shall forfeit all rights and privileges of the F.C.A.A.  Dues shall be determined at the annual meeting, and voted on by the membership.

ARTICLE III

SECTION 1:  OFFICERS


The officers of the Association shall consist of (a) President; (b) Vice President; (c) Secretary; (d) Treasurer.  Officers shall be elected at the annual meeting in December for a two-year term.  No officer shall be eligible for the same elective office for more than two (2) consecutive terms.  The terms of all officers shall begin on the first Monday following their election, with the exception of the Treasurer, whose term shall not be limited as to term and begin on January first of the next succeeding year.  In the event of a vacancy occurring among the elected officers, or an officer moving out of Fairfield County, he or she shall resign their position.  At the next regularly scheduled meeting the previous nominating committee will present their candidates to fill the vacancy.  The voting members attending the meeting shall vote by paper ballot to be tallied at said meeting.

SECTION 2:  COMMITTEES


NOMINATION COMMITTEE:  consisting of three members recommended by the President and approved by the members at the October meeting.  This nominating committee shall meet at least thirty days prior to the December Annual Election to organize and to consider nominations for officers of the Association for the next two (2) years.  They shall report their slate to the Association at the annual meeting in December for the election of said candidates by paper ballot.  Nothing in this section shall be so construed as to discourage the nomination of any other member.  In the event of a tie, during the deliberation of the nomination committee, the current President shall be empowered to break said tie.  In addition, the nominating committee shall confirm that the current President will accept the position of County Representative.  Non-acceptance shall give the nominating committee the responsibility to choose a County Representative to be voted on by the Association, at the annual election.  In the event of a resignation or circumstances where an officer does not fulfill his/her term, the nominating committee shall meet forthwith to consider a nominee to fill the vacancy.

SECTION 3:  QUORUM


For the purpose of transacting the business of the Association a quorum shall consist of not less than two officers and the voting members present.

ARTICLE IV

SECTION 1:  OFFICERS AND DUTIES


PRESIDENT:  The President shall preside at all meetings of members for the purpose of transacting Association business, except as otherwise provided herein.  The President shall appoint all committees, and shall perform such duties as may from time to time be assigned to him/her.  The President shall be a member ex-officio of all committees.  Such other committees as may be appointed by the President from time to time as the need arises, such committees shall be authorized by the membership.


VICE PRESIDENT:  The Vice President shall exercise all the powers and duties of the President during his/her absence or inability to act, and shall perform such duties, as the President shall assign to him/her or which shall be assigned to him/her.


SECRETARY:  The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all meetings of the Association; he/she shall perform such other duties as may from time to time be assigned to him/her by the President.


TREASURER:  The Treasurer shall be the chief financial agent of the Association and shall exercise such authority, and perform such duties as are customary to that office.  He/She shall have custody of all funds and shall pay them out as authorized by vote of the membership.


COUNTY REPRESENTATIVE:  The County Representative shall be this Associations Representative to the Connecticut Association of Assessing Officers (CAAO), Executive Board, and shall represent our organization in the best interest of all its members.

ARTICLE V

SECTION 1:  Meetings


There shall be meetings of the Association on the first Thursday of each month, unless otherwise changed by the President.

ARTICLE VI

SECTION 1:  AMENDMENTS


Amendments to this Constitution may be made at any regular meeting of the Association by presenting such amendments in writing and a timely fashion to the Secretary so that he/she may distribute to the membership at least thirty (30) days before the meeting at which it is to be voted on by the voting members attending such meeting.
